INTERNATIONAL ADAPTED AQUATICS CONFERENCE

CONFERENCE INFORMATION
The National Drowning Prevention Alliance (NDPA) will hold its 1ST Annual International Adapted Aquatics Conference at the International Swimming Hall of Fame, April 30-May 1, 2012 in Fort Lauderdale, FL. The Conference is being co-hosted by the NDPA and the International Swimming Hall of Fame in partnership with the United States Swim School Association and USA Swimming Foundation. A planning committee has been formed that will be facilitated by Kim Burgess, NDPA Executive Director.
The Conference offers the best-of-the-best in drowning prevention programs, strategies, research and information to advance drowning prevention efforts nationwide for people with disabilities. 
PRESENTATION TOPIC AREAS
The Planning Committee is calling for presentation proposals for the 2012 Conference. Presentations should focus on drowning prevention or aquatic safety topics, from a variety of different topics. Presentations should fall into one of three Track titles:

SAFER WATER: Presentation topics will focus on programs, strategies, research, or policy that focuses on making the water safer, such as safety products, barriers, supervision, life guarding, enforcement, policy and legislation. Can include residential or commercial pools and spas; community recreation areas; open water such as oceans, beaches, lakes and rivers; bathtubs, buckets, ponds, etc.
SAFER KIDS/ADULTS: Presentation topics will focus on educating and preparing children and adults to be safer around water, such as swim instruction, educational programs, awareness campaigns, life jackets/PFDs, behavior modifications, etc.
SAFER RESPONSE: Presentation topics will focus on the response to drowning incidents, such as emergency preparedness, water rescue techniques and education; CPR and rescue breathing; first response strategies and processes; medical treatment and care, etc.
DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSIONS
All presentation submissions must be received by Monday, January 23, 2012. No late submissions will be accepted. Submitters will be notified by Monday, January 30, 2012 if their presentation has been selected for the conference. 
HONORARIUMS & EXPENSES
The NDPA is unable to pay speaker honorariums. Speakers should plan to pay their own travel, lodging, ground transportation and other expenses. 

In appreciation of speaker’s participation, the NDPA extends complimentary registrations to the full 2-Day Conference to all presenters that are doing at least (1) full session.  If you choose to co-present with another person you may each get a 50% discount (if there are 2 co-presenters) or one person can get a complimentary registration.    
SUBMISSION PROCESS & INSTRUCTIONS
All Submissions need to include a completed Submission Application Form (below), including narrative copy explaining the proposed presentation. The application should be completed thoroughly and the narrative text box is limited to 2000 characters, approximately 250 words. Submit all applications to Conference Chair, Kim Burgess, via e-mail to Kim@NDPA.org.  Only electronic applications will be accepted. Faxed or mailed applications will not be considered. Any supplemental materials can be included but must be submitted electronically as PDF files.
REVIEW PROCESS
All Submissions will be reviewed by the Conference Planning Committee. Decisions will be based on the following criteria: significance and timeliness of research and/or information; relevance to overall conference theme; introduction of new and innovative concepts; clarity of information; applicability of information to the advancement of drowning prevention; and adherence to best-practice guidelines and recommendations.
